The program aims to enhance Japanese
language skills while providing learning opportunities related to Japanese culture and
society,as well as that of Oita and its surrounding communities. This is achieved through
a variety of classes in the areas of social media,education,economics,applied engineering
and science,sustainability,and popular culture.Based on their language proficiency,
students may also be able to take general education and specialization courses.Classes
are offered in Japanese,English,or an integration of both.

SPIS (Special Program for International Exchange Students at Oita Uninersity)
This program is for partner universities’ students who wish to enroll at Oita University after
the completion of their program. Students will learn Japanese language and Japanese
studies, and audit some classes of the faculty in which the student wishes to enroll.
